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The Norwegian Gene Technology Act demands that any GMO should contribute 

to sustainable development and benefit to the community before approval. 

These requirements come in addition to the demand of no risk of adverse 

effects on health or to the environment. Today no GMOs are permitted for 

import or growing in Norway. This restrictive policy has support from 

all stakeholders and NGO’s as well as political parties. Despite 

Norwegian consensus, the policy is at risk due to to trade agreements 

(EEA/WTO/TTIP). Network for GMO-free food and feed in Norway coordinates 

the work on behalf of 16 farm-, environmental- and consumer-

organizations.  Our objective is a sustainable food production and to 

secure consumers and farmers’ the right to choose GMO-free alternatives. 

Our strategy is to build strong alliances nationally and internationally 

to secure food sovereignty for all nations, including the right to 

reject GMO. 
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
